NOV.20 AMMAN JORDAN

This morning after breakfast we travel north
to the ancient Roman city of Jerash. You are
greeted by the imposing triple-arched
gateway built to honor Emperor Hadrian’s
arrival at Jerash in 129 A.D. Visit the
Temples of Zeus, the mile long street of
Columns. Cardo Maximus, the colonnaded
streets, theaters, baths and over 17 ruins of
17 churches that were found in Jerash.
In the afternoon return to the Four Seasons Amman for a 90 minute break before
continuing on an Amman City Tour including the old and new parts of the city as
well as the citadel and the Roman Amphitheater. This evening Join John & Diana
for a welcome dinner at a Traditional Arabic Restaurant.

NOV.21 AMMAN / MADABA / MT NEBO / THE DEAD SEA
Today we visit the Christian Town of Madaba, known at the city of Mosaics. Here
you visit the oldest map of the Holy Land on the floor of St. George’s Church.
Madaba or Medeba in antiquity, features many famous mosaics that exist in public
and private buildings. Enjoy lunch at a popular local restaurant ~ Hikayet Sitti.
After lunch we have a short drive to Mt. Nebo, the alleged site where Moses got to
see the Promised Land but never got set foot in it. It overlooks the Jordan Valley
and the dead sea. On a clear day you can see all the way east to Jerusalem and
Jericho to the north. Here Franciscans have built a structure that protects a 4th
and 6" Century Byzantine Churches. We finish at the Kempinski Ishtar Hotel.

DEAD SEA / BETHANY

PETRA

We have a full day to explore Petra. Once the ancient Nabatean Capital, this city
gently reveals itself as you pass by its hand-carved facades. After passing tombs,



which are located outside the city, the visit moves through an immense, yet
narrow crack in the sandstone. It is a winding, one-kilometer long fissure
between overhanging cliffs that seem to meet more than 300 feet overhead. Near
the end of the passage appears Petra’s most impressive monument, el Khazneh -
the Treasury. This is one of the most elegant remains of antiquity, carved out of
the solid rock from the side of the mountain and is 140 feet high and 90 feet wide.
Beyond el Khazneh you will be surrounded on both sides by hundreds of Petra’s
carved and built structures, soaring temples, elaborate royal tombs, a carved
Roman Theater, large and small houses. Burial chambers, and much more. Today
we will have lunch at the Basin Restaurant in the valley. You can spend the
afternoon exploring Petra and return to the hotel at your convenience.
